On Saturday, June 29th 
Bill Nealey Sr. went 
home to be with the 
Lord.

He leaves a legacy of 
ministry that spanned 
66 years and touched 
the lives of countless 
people.

Soon 
he was preaching his 
first sermon. From 
those early days he 
knew God called him to 

be a preacher. After 
graduating Bible 
school, his first 
church was in the 
Tampa neighborhood 
of Ybor City. From 
there, Bill and his 
family planted a 
church in Puerto Rico. 
After two years with 
nothing but a few 
possessions, they 
moved to Miami seek- 
ing God’s direction.  

It was during this 
time that Bill Sr. was 
invited to go to Haiti. 
The experience 
changed his life. A 
few years later, in 
1981, Bill Sr. and Ann 
founded Mission To 
Haiti. The ministry is 
founded on the work 
they established. 
Today, Mission To 
Haiti is helping more 
families and reaching 
more children with 
the Gospel than ever 
before.
